A new fast chairlift,

The Bélvedere chairlift has undergone major upgrade works,
with a new, high-speed six-seater design replacing the old
four-seater, fixed clamp version. Supported by eight brand
new pylons, the improved chairlift will be able to transport
up to 2,800 people per hour when it re-opens this winter.

Providing greater safety and comfort, the improved Bélvédere

will offer faster access to the beginner area, as well as to
the more demanding pistes at Chamossiere and the fun
space at the Pointe de Nyon. What's more, the departure
station will have a grass covered roof, integrating it perfectly
into the surrounding area.

Last winter a new viewing platform was installed at
the summit of nearby Pointe de Nyon, and because
of Covid-19 restrictions, it will now open to the
general public this winter. At an altitude of 2,019m,
the new 10m long glass walkway is called Le Pas
de I'Aigle, and can be easily accessed by skiers and
snowboarders of all abilities. The attraction features
a 350m drop beneath visitors’ feet and a breath-
taking 360° view from Lake Geneva to Mont Blanc.

Wildlife and nature
are at the heart of Morzine’s concerns:

- Two protected zones for mountain birds, such as the Tétras Lyre, have been identified

on the Morzine ski area, now an impressive biodiversity observatory site. €20 000
has been invested in the necessary works to help protect and develop this important
species.

-What's more, all ski lift cables are equipped with markers approximately every 5

metres on the portions listed as potentially dangerous.

- In collaboration with the Forestry Commission, any tree felling carried out in the ski

area is accounted for. Compensatory measures are put in place and local species of
trees are replanted in areas of the Chablais that need reforestation.

-All earthworks carried out on pistes are systematically compensated for by

revegetation with grasses suited to the mountain environment, using seeds
developed by local farmers and that are perfectly suited to the livestock grazing in
the area.

- An awareness campaign is on the slopes informing visitors of the best environmental

behaviours to adopt within the ski area and on walking trails.

-The Morzine & Avoriaz ski areas are equipped with less polluting piste grooming

machines. The machines run on non-toxic, biodegradable GTL fuel as opposed
to the off-road winter diesel used by traditional piste bashers. They are quiet and
consume less fuel. The piste grooming machines are equipped with snowsat: a
software program that limits energy consumption and manages the snow stocks.
The Snowsat software uses a GPS to give a very precise measurement of the depth
of the snow to enable better usage of the natural snow and to ensure only the
minimum quantity of artificial snow needs to be produced.

Awarded the respected
Flocon Vert
For more sustainable
mountain tourism

Morzine has been jointly awarded
the Flocon Vert sustainability label
with neighbouring Avoriaz. The
accolade, which is awarded by the
European organisation Mountain
Riders, recognises destinations that
demonstrate a commitment to a
sustainable development policy. To
date, only eight other destinations
have been awarded the Flocon Vert
label since its inception in 2011. The
label is issued based on compliance
with 20 criteria divided into four
themes: local economy, social &
cultural, governance & destination,
and environment & natural resources.
The two tourist offices worked
together with local stakeholders to
put into place a new joint strategy for
sustainable development. The plan
set out several ambitious initiatives,
including changes to the urban
planning process, the introduction
of greener public transport systems,
the creation of new pedestrian areas,
traffic reduction measures, actions to
help local business become greener,
the improvement of walking and
cycling routes, and a commitment to
reduce the amount of waste created.
It is with excitement and pride that
the label has now been awarded in
recognition of these efforts, which will
continue in earnest and evolve in the
years and decades ahead.
